Your assessment of the closing year

The activities of the year 2016, from September to December have been organized with the aim to create opportunities for members aggregation.

A general activity regarded online meetings, to discuss water and agricultural modeling approaches. The main activities involved members that attended to a brief presentation on a specific topic before to discuss it with questions to the presenter. As final remark the SIG got the initial objective to run this activity with general satisfaction. As the main weakness, we recorded low participation, probably because the SIG need to find the best way to make the meetings more attractive and to publicize it in the most effective manner.

The second most important activities were the board meetings for the SIG development. A small group of members keep in contact frequently to plan future SIG development and to set up the SIG organization. In this sense the SIG was very productive: 
We have gained momentum in membership and activity. 
· A dedicated website was built with information for SIG membership registration and for divulgation of SIG activities and a basic platform to find people doing System Dynamics research related to agriculture and food. 
· Activities have been divulgated in the form of surveys, emails, media (Twitter, Facebook, Instagram), Mailchimp and Skype. Online meetings focus on learning, research, resources (sharing, gathering, papers etc.) and collaborations.
· Standardized volunteer procedures were developed implemented by the use of Trello (Trello.com) to begin tasking volunteers.
· A detailed list of activities was planned and scheduled for the next year.
The coming year
Challenges
The A&F SIG challenges will regard three main targets: 
i) built the SIG loop structure: promote feedback networking in order to change the members behaviors from spot and linear to synergic and systemic;
ii) get members involved in the SIG activites and create a robust SIG organization approved by the SIG members.
iii) improve the effectiveness of the divulgation activites in order to make SIG activites attractive for capacity building and useful for A&F model sharing.


To get those targets a special effort will be dedicated to:

- online meetings. Actions will be taken to invite keynote speakers for online meetings to provide members engaging and challenging presentations. Supplemental online meetings will continue in the development of research groups or categories for members. Members can connect, dialogue, present to one another.
Efforts will be made, within each area explored by the SIG (food, water, land and crop management, letc) to individually connect System Dynamics research to the SIG. 

- Promotion of online tools (Github) for collaboration on model building and sharing, even from online resources like Researchgate’s, Impacstory and H indexes.

- Volunteers involving. Volunteers will be put in charge of the SIG activities to promote community, responsibility and learning. Development of a certificate for volunteering is in progress to give members incentive for investing in the SIG. 

- Online repository. Will consist of the following:
1. Previous online presentations
a. Power Points 
b. Question and Answer
c. YouTube video of presentations
d. Continued Q&A on the webpage 
2. Members will provide:
a. List of articles and resources
b. Instructional YouTube videos about System Dynamics modeling
c. Instruction models and other instructional materials

Planned activities
We plan to provide a dense schedule of online meetings. Three keynote speakers presentation, a forum for online meetings (monthly) and eventual collaboration and instructional materials (group learning & group model building). Model and paper evaluation will be provided prior to the conference. 
Support required
We need help promoting our group and making connections. We would like to be advised how other SIGs have successfully served their respective SD community, so as to not “re-invent the wheel”.  
A Go-To-Meeting License or something like that platform for the society would be helpful.  Skype, Google Hangout and other online meeting forums are limited. A webinar license or platform would also be helpful.
